It is a “School of Choice” public high
school. A veteran staff supports the student
population who come to T. A. Wilson for a va-
riety of reasons.

Curriculum

The 4x4 block class schedule allows traditional
and non-traditional approaches for student
success. Each student has only four classes for
each of the quarterly marking periods during
the school year. Each class covers a full semester
of instruction and meets for approximately
90-minutes per day. Students can earn four
credits per quarter and up to 16 credits per
school year. Direct instruction is provided in
each classroom (non-packet driven).
